No water skiing, other tow-able device, or tubing from pontoon boats.

No children under five (5) years of age shall ride in tow-able devices without an
adult. (An adult and child under 5 yrs is considered 1-tuber)

Unless there is no choice, boats should always turn right to pick up skiers or tubers.
It is against State Law Ato sit, stand or walk on any area of the vessel not
specifically designated for that movement when the vessel is underway, except
when immediately necessary for the safe and reasonable navigation or operation of
the vessel@.... this includes the area in front of the gate on a pontoon. Passengers
must be seated on a designated seat in moving boats.

ALL children under ten (10) MUST wear life jackets. There must be one (1) life
jacket on board for each person.

Age of boat operators: over 12 yr. old can drive with an adult and over 14 yrs. Old
can drive alone. (Ohio Boat Operator=s Guide)

Anything not covered in this document is governed by state law.

1. Only members over 18 in good standing may rent a Rustic camp site for themselves
OR a guest.
2. Guests of Members must have a written and signed authorization with them from

the member to be at the Rustic Campground but this authorization does not give
them automatic access rights to other Candlewood facilities.

3. Members under 18 shall be allowed to occupy a Rustic site only with the written
authorization of a Member over 18 who will take responsibility for their behavior.

4. Daily campers are to be checked out by 12:00 noon the next day.

5 No more than 1 camper and 1 tent, or 2 tents at one time per camp site.

THERE ARE TWO TYPES OF CAMPING SITES AT THE RUSTIC CAMPGROUND:

1. Daily Camping:
* These sites are for short term camping and may only be occupied for a
maximum of 14 days.
* Daily campers must be checked out by 12:00 noon the next day.

2. Seasonal Camping:
* Seasonal Camping sites to be rented for daily camping and daily
campsites to be rented seasonally, which allows for the rental of any open
campsite. (09-087-06)
* Seasonal Camping units may only be rented by Members 18 years old or
older.
* Guests are not permitted to use the Seasonal Camping sites.

Rules listed herein for use of the Rustic facilities and any subsequently posted on
the bathhouse must be followed. The Member giving permission is directly and
financially responsible for the actions of their guests or minor children.

All vehicles will be parked at campsites and designated parking areas. No parking
is allowed in the green areas.

Picnic tables are the property of the Association. Only one Association table for
each campsite.

All campers must be conservative with electrical usage as this is one of the
Association=s major costs in the Rustic area and will affect the cost of camping.
The speed limit in the Rustic area is 10 mph. Extreme care must be taken to avoid
hitting small children.

RUSTIC CAMPGROUND BATHHOUSE USAGE:

Operation of snowmobiles upon Candlewood roadways is permitted providing that
all Candlewood CLO=s are followed.

Child operators - any person less than 16 years of age, must be directly supervised
by a parent or guardian who is a licensed driver 18 years age or older.

Child operators under 14 years of age are prohibited.

Cross Country Travel - Traveling on private lots without written permission is
prohibited and could result in trespassing charges, a fine, or both against the
operator.

Operating hours for snowmobiles upon Candlewood property will be from 8:00 am
till dark.

No mopeds, go carts, or other vehicles are allowed on the dam or the grass area by
the dam.

Vehicles without proper lights must be operated during daylight hours ONLY.

PMENT REQUIRED:

All moped riders under 18 must wear protective helmets with fastened chin straps.
Go cart vehicle riders must wear protective helmets with fastened chin straps.

All riders must wear protective eye devices.

All mopeds & go carts, vehicles shall have at least one white headlight capable of
illuminating objects up to a minimum of 100 feet and at least on red taillight for
operation during non-daylight hours.

All mopeds, go carts, vehicles must have an effective muffler system.

All go carts must have an orange flag that extends at least six (6) feet into the air.

OPEN FIRES

Shall inform security of day and time you will be burning
You must be in control of fire at all times.

Have a hose or water close by

Make sure FIRE is out before you leave the area.
$100.00 violation fine.

GATE CARDS

Two (2) gate cards per member

Extra gate cards for family members

Submit name to Security

Seasonal pass and gate card

$5.00 charge for gate card

If gate card is lost a $10.00 charge before another can be issued.

Gate card for contractors and delivery personnel shall be obtained at the
Association Office.
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GUEST PASSES

1. To be issued at Main Gate

2. To be placed where it can be seen easily by Security personnel.

3. To be returned at end of stay so it can not be reused for any other day - one day use
only.

4. Seasonal pass issued when requested by member in writing to Security Office.

PARKS AND COMMON PROPERTY HOURS

Due to the increased use of Candlewood Lake Parks and Common Areas, the Board of Trustees
has determined the need to establish operating guidelines for the Parks and Common Areas. All
Parks and Common Areas within the Candlewood Lake Subdivision shall have the following
operating guidelines.

1. The Main/RV Lodge shall be open at 8:00 AM every day. The closing time for the
lodges shall be 10:00 PM unless other arrangements have been made.

2. All other Parks and Common Areas shall close at dusk unless proper arrangements
have been made in advance.
3. Due to the fact that sound carries throughout Candlewood because of the lake, the

noise level of any activity must be maintained at a moderate level. It shall be the
responsibility of the Security Officer to enforce these regulations.

TRASH AND HOUSEHOLD WASTE POLICY

This policy is for weekend, summer, occasional or non-permanent residents or guests. Permanent
residents are expected to subscribe to a private trash hauling service.

P.401 of the Candlewood Lake C.C. & R=s states - ANo unsanitary waste, trash and junk shall be
disposed of within the subdivision except by permitted pick-up arrangements. @

Dumpster locations are at the RV Lodge, Maintenance Building and the Rustic Camp grounds.

Except for small amounts of waste from a picnic or other small occasions, you must use the bags.
Only household waste may be put in the dumpster=s.
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ADOPTED: FEBRUARY 25, 1993

TRASH CANS

All trash cans are to be put on the edge of the road no sooner than the evening before pick-up and
remain no longer than 24 hours after pick-up. First violation will be a warning and second
violation will be a fine of $5.00 per day that the trash cans remain on the road.

ADOPTED: JULY 23, 1992

MAINTENANCE AND IMPROVEMENTS OF LOTS
1. Owners shall keep the exteriors of all improvements on their lots in a good state of
repair and sightliness.
2. Due to health hazards, all tires must be stored inside and all barrels or open containers
that retain water, must be stored inside.
3. In Unit 4 only, all firewood must be stacked in a neat fashion, 6 inches off of the
ground.
Outside storage of any kind shall be kept to a minimum.
Owners shall keep their property mowed and free of unsightly weeds, vegetation and
long grass according to such standards as the Board of Trustees my prescribe.
6. Owners shall keep property free of all debris, trash, and rubbish, or alleviate any
condition on their property that tend to distract from or diminish the aesthetic
appearance of the subdivision.

TRUCK PARKING POLICY
The following types of vehicles may not be parked in the Candlewood Lake subdivision except in
designated areas:
1. No dump truck, tractor trailer as a unit or separately, vehicles used in the hauling of
freight.
2. No buses, school buses or vans used to transport passengers or students.
3. No more than one R.V. and one boat may be stored at a residence.
4. No storage of trucks, R.V.s, automobiles, or utility trailers on empty lots. Storage
available at Maintenance Building.
5. All automobiles and trucks must be parked in the driveway.
6. No storage of boats or boat trailers on empty lots without current CWL or Ohio
registrations.
Exceptions may be made by approval from the Board of Trustees.

ADOPTED: DECEMBER 6, 2004
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POOL POLICY
Children under the age of (12) years of age must be accompanied by a responsible person while at
the pool.

Lifeguards or Candlewood Lake personnel cannot be responsible for small children.

We will not admit children under age twelve (12) to the pools areas without supervision. Life
guards on duty are to enforce this rule and notify Security or the Administration of any difficulty in
enforcement.

Life guards are the persons in charge, and have authority to ask anyone to leave who is not obeying
the rules of Candlewood Lake or pool rules. Improper behavior, foul language and rule
infractions are some of the reasons for being asked to leave.

**Responsible person: Should be parent, guardian, adult, baby sitter approved by parent or
guardian or other person of a maturity level to provide adequate supervision of the child, and be 12
years or older.

SOLICITATION OF MEMBERS

Anyone wishing to solicit within Candlewood Lake must register at the Administration  Office
24 hours prior to the solicitation. Information required will be name, unit/lot, organization the
person will be soliciting for. This must be approved by the General Manager. If there is doubt the
General Manager will consult with the Board President.

This policy is limited to non-profit charitable organizations. These would normally be Church
and School related, as well as organizations such as Unit Way, Cancer Fund, and other such

organizations.
ADOPTED: JANUARY 16, 1995
EXTERNAL ANTENNAS
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The installation of antennas for the reception or broadcasting of television and/or radio signals
are permitted within the Candlewood Lake Subdivision, providing the property owner or their
authorized agent first obtains a Notice of Intent of Installation from the office showing location,
type, landscaping, size, and purpose. There is no charge for this Notice of Intent. However, after
proper notice to the property owner failure to obtain a Notice of Intent of Installation will result in
a delay of installation. Effective December 1, 1995.

Antennas, mounted on houses need not be masked. However, antennas erected on the ground,
must be within property lines and masked or concealed to minimize their appearance in order to
conform to the overall aesthetics of the subdivision. (See rules provided at the office.)

SAFETY AND SECURITY

PURPOSE

In order to protect the health, welfare and safety of persons as well as protect the property of
Candlewood Lake Association, Inc. And the property of its members, associate members and
guests the following ordinances are hereby established to regulate the activities of all persons
while on the property of Candlewood Lake Association, on members private property or on or
using the lake and/or waterways of the Association.

SAFETY AND SECURITY

The adoption of these ordinances simultaneously establishes Candlewood Safety and Security
which consist of six members of the Safety and Security Committee, one of whom must be either
the Chairman or Vice-Chairman of the committee and will preside at meetings. Any person cited
for violation of an ordinance, when applicable, will be directed to pay their fine at that time to the
Security Office issuing violation ticket. A receipt will be written at that time. Any person fined
will have the right of appeal to the Board of Trustees of the Association and the decision of the
Board of Trustees will be final. Fines that are levied on a member, associate member or guest of
a member shall become an added assessment to the responsible member when not paid on a timely
basis.

CANDLEWOOD LAKE ORDINANCES (CLO) PENALTIES

Blatant disregard for these or any Candlewood Lake rules, deed restrictions and policies will
result in doubling of the fines for third offense within 30 days. Per Board Policy 04.187.10

grounds of Candlewood Lake Association, Inc.

PENALTY

County SheriffG Department for further action by that agency.

Department for further action by that agency. The Board of Trustees of the
Association may take further action if deemed appropriate by that Board.

CLO-8
No member, associate member or guest shall destroy, deface or litter property of Candlewood
Lake Association.

minimum FIFTY DOLLARS ($50.00) to a maximum of ONE HUNDRED
DOLLARS may be levied for each citation. If circumstances warrant the
matter may be referred to the Morrow County Sheriff=s Department for
further action by that agency.

All Lakefront lots having a dwelling and /or dock must display a reflective background unit and lot
number sign on the roadside and the lakeside. All other properties having a dwelling must have a
unit and lot number sign displayed on the roadside. Sign must conform the standard of the signs
that will be available at the Candlewood Lake office.
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Penalty
1% Offense:  The individual will receive a violation citation where a twenty - five dollar
($25.00) fine may be levied.

2" Offense:  The individual will receive a violation citation where a fifty - dollar
($50.00) fine may be levied.

Subsequent offenses: The individual will receive a violation citation and be directed to
appear before the security committee.

CLO-28
No member, guest or other person shall behave in a non-peaceable manner as defined in the legal
definition of disorderly conduct. (See below)
PENALTY:
1st Offense:  The individual will receive a violation citation where a fine of a SEVENTY
- FIVE DOLLARS may be levied. If circumstances warrant the Morrow
County Sheriff=s Department will be contacted for further action by that
agency.
Subsequent Offenses: The individual (s) will be directed to appear before the Board of
Trustees of the Association where final determination will be made.
Disorderly Conduct:
A. 1. Recklessly

All pets shall not be permitted to become a nuisance, vicious or menacing. All pets shall be on a
leash or under the direct control of the owner at all times.

PETS BECOMING A NUISANCE:
Nuisance is defined as barking, running loose or being an annoyance to others.
PENALTY:

1st Offense:  Will receive a warning citation.

2nd Offense: $25.00 Fine, Violation Citation Will Be Levied.

3" Offense:  $50.00 fine, violation citation will be levied.

Subsequent Offenses: In addition to a $50.00 fine, the individual(s) will be directed to
appear before the Security Committee for final determination.

PETS BECOMING VICIOUS:
Is defined as biting or physically attacking.
PENALTY:

1% Offense:  $ 100.00 fine will be levied and a violation citation issued.
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2" Offense:  $ 150.00 fine will be levied and a violation citation issued.
3" Offense:  $200.00 fine will be issued and a violation citation issued

Subsequent Offenses: In addition to a $200.00 fine, the individual(s) will be directed to
appear before the Security Committee for final determination.

DANGEROUS AND VICIOUS DOGS
ADangerous dog@AVicious dog@means the same as defined in Section 955.11 of the Ohio
Revised Code.

No owner of a dangerous or vicious dog shall fail to do either of the following;

(1) While that dog is on the promises of the owner, keeper, or harborer, securely confine it at all
times in a locked pen that has a top, locked fenced yard, or other locked enclosure that has a top,
except that a dangerous dog may, in the alternative, be tied with a leash or tether so that the dog is
adequately restrained.

(2) While the dog is off the premises of the owner, keeper or harborer, keep the dog on a chain link
leash or tether that is not more than 6 feet in length and do at least one of the following:

(a) Keep that dog in a locked pen that has a top, locked fenced yard, or other locked enclosure that
has a top:

(b) Have a leash or tether controlled by a person who is of suitable age and discretion and securely
attach, tie, or affix the leash or tether to the ground or a stationary object or fixture so that the dog
is adequately restrained and station such a person in close enough proximity to the dog so as to
prevent it from causing injury to any person;

(c) Muzzle the dog.

No owner of a vicious or dangerous dog shall fail to obtain liability insurance with an insurer
authorized to write liability insurance in this state providing coverage in each occurrence, subject
to a limit, exclusive of interest and cost, of not less than on hundred thousand dollars, ($100,000)
because of damage or bodily injury to or death of a person caused by a dangerous or vicious dog.

PETS THAT ARE MENACING
Menacing is defined as a dog causing any person being chased or approaching to reasonably
believe that the dog will cause physical injury to that person.

PENALTY
1> Offense: $50.00 fine, violation citation will be issued.

2" Offense: $75.00 fine, violation citation will be issued.
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3" Offense $100.00 fine, violation citation will be issued

Subsequent Offense: In addition to a $100.00 fine, the individual (s) will be directed to
appear before the Security Committee.

CLO-30

No member, associate member, guest or other person shall physically attack a volunteer committee
member while that member is on actual committee business to carry out the by-laws, deed
restrictions and board policy. When another ECC Member is not available, another person from
security or the office staff may go.

PENALTY:

1st Offense:  The individual will receive a violation citation where a fine of a minimum
of ONE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,000.00) will be levied.

Subsequent Offenses: The individual (s) will be directed to appear before the Board of
Trustees where final determination will be made.

CLO-31

No member, associate member, guest or other person shall recklessly cause inconvenience,
annoyance or alarm to a volunteer committee member while regarding committee business to carry
out the by-laws, deed restrictions and board policy. When another ECC Member is not available
another person from security or the office staff may go. The elements of this policy are:

Any person causing inconvenience, annoyance or alarm to such committee member by doing the
following:

1. Using abusive language such as cursing, swearing, profanity and profane language.
2. Engaging in threatening harm to this person or his property.

3. Hindering or preventing the movement of this person on any property or green area if
this person is on official Candlewood Committee business.

PENALTY:
1st Offense:  The individual will receive a fine of a minimum of SEVENTY-FIVE
DOLLARS ($75.00).
Subsequent Offenses: The individual will be directed to appear before the Board of
Trustees where final determination will be made.
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CLO- 32 Closed Lake Policy
a) When conditions on the lake, as described above, are dangerous and warrant closing
the lake a three (3) foot by five (5) foot solid orange flag will be displayed at the North
Dock, South Dock and Main Lodge.
b) This decision can be made by the Security staff in consultation with the Security
Supervisor, General Manager or an officer of the Board of Trustees.

c) This policy pertains to recreational boating. Emergency rescue boats, the Security boat,
if on the lake for safety, Security or emergency reasons or boats specifically authorized
by those named in section (b) are exempt from this policy.

d) Any person violating the closed-lake signal, or the verbal orders of Security, General

Manager or an officer of the Board of Trustees are in violation of the policy.
e) When violations of this Closed-Lake Policy occur, the violator will be fined $75.00.
f)  Subsequent violations will result in doubled fines.

PENALTY:
1st Offense: The individual will receive a fine of SEVENTY-FIVE DOLLARS ($75.00)

Subsequent Offenses: Will result in doubled fines.

CLO - 33 OPEN FIRES

Any person having or planning to have an open fire, which is described as any outside fire,
whether in a container, or on the ground or other area which could in any spread or cause spread of
the fire could cause sparks to cause or spread fire shall:

a) Inform Security of the day and time you will be burning. No fire will be permitted if
you are unable to contact Security.

b) Be in_control of the fire at all times.
c) Have a hose or water supply ready at hand.

d) Open fires are to be confined to an area not larger than 10x10 and all fuel must be
laying on the ground (no burning standing trees)

e) Make sure the fire is completely extinguished before you leave the area. This
means no hot embers or any residual burning material that could cause a fire.

f) Traditional campfires for recreational use are exempt from informing security. All
other sections (b, c, d, and e) of this policy apply.

PENALTY:
1st Offense; The individual will receive a violation citation of ONE HUNDRED
DOLLARS ($100.00)
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CLO - 34 DOCK STICKER
C A dock sticker will be issued to each property owner who rents a dock. A new
sticker will be issued each year when the dock is rented.

C There is no charge for the dock sticker.

C The sticker will be placed beside and within three inches of the Candlewood boat
registration sticker and be placed on the right side of the boat.

C Boats docked at the Candlewood dock without a dock sticker, in violation of this

policy will be issued a violation citation with fine as follows.
PENALTY:
1st Offense:  Warning
2nd Offense: A TWENTY FIVE DOLLAR ($25.00) fine.

3rd Offense: Loss of lake privileges for the remainder of the year in which this violation
occurs.

CLO# 35 GENERAL OFFENSE.

Whoever shall engage in conduct, that violates the By-Laws, deed Restrictions or Board Policy
shall be considered an offender even though there is not another CLO that specifically covers the
violation. The fine for violation is Twenty-Five Dollars ($25.00). All such violations can be
appealed to the Security Committee and if not satisfied to the Board of Trustees.

CLO # 36 NOISE / NUISANCE 06.066.07

The following policy for noise / nuisance in Candlewood Lake will be in effect until revised,
revoked, or amended by action of the Board Of Trustees.

The Candlewood Lake Board of Trustees, through careful consideration, believes that the noises
which are clearly excessive, unnecessary, and / or obnoxious disturb the public desire for a
peaceful community. This out-weighs an individual=s rights to make noise that it disturbs the
peace and general well-being of the Community is a serious problem and is injurious to the public
health, safety, and welfare and constitutes a public nuisance.

Members and / or members= guest should always be considerate of others regarding loud and / or
annoying noises. Complaints filed by other members will be investigated by Candlewood
Security. The complainant shall give their name, unit and lot number, and nature of the
complaint. If the Security personnel finds the complaint is justified, he or she will issue a warning
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or a citation and make a record of the incident.

PENALTY:
1 OFFENSE: Warning
2" OFFENSE: $ 25.00 FINE
3"° OFFENSE:$ 50.00 FINE
SUBSEQUENT OFFENSES: A complaint will be filed in the County Court by the
Chief of Security and / or the General Manager under
the Ohio Revised Code.

CLO- 38 MOTORIZED VEHICLES REGISTRATION (10/27/08) 10.145.08
(other than an automobile, trucks or motorcycles)

Motor Vehicle Picture ID valid April 1 to March 31
I Must be Renewed Each year

For the purpose of this Policy motorized vehicles are identified as: snowmobiles, ATV,
dirt bikes, golf carts, mopeds, go carts, gas or electric scooters and etc.

No member or associate member or guest shall operate any motorized vehicle unless the
following conditions have been met:

C Operators under 14 years of age are prohibited.

C Operators must be at least 14 years of age and have in their possessionavalidd r i ver 6 s
license or a Candlewood Motorized Vehicle picture ID.

C The Candlewood ID card may be obtained from Candlewood Lake Security with the
presentation of a birth certificate and have their picture taken for a fee of $ 4.00
(replacement fee $10.00).

C The Candlewood Lake Motorized Vehicle ID card will contain a picture of the driver, birth
date, date issued, and unit and lot number.

C The property owner must be present to authorize the ID card and will be responsible for the
actions of the 1D Cardholder.

C The property owner will be notified of any violations.
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C Any violations will result in having the ID card punched.
C After the third (3") violation the card will be confiscated for 1 year from the date of the 3™
violation.

PENALTY

15T OFFENSE: The individual(s) will be advised of the violation an escorted along with
the vehicle to their home. The individual (s) may receive a violation citation; a
fine if a minimum of twenty-five dollars ( $25.00) to a maximum of fifty dollars ($
50.00) A warning maybe issued at the officers discretion.

2" OFFENSE: The individual (s) may receive a violation citation; a fine if a minimum of
Fifty dollars ($50.00) to a maximum of one hundred dollars ($100.00).

3 OFFENSE: They are to be left up to the General Manager or the Head of Security, as to
whether or not to double the fines. Third violation will result in loss of privileges
to operate a motorized vehicle for the term of one (1) year from the date of the
violation. The individual (s) will be directed to appear before the Security
Committee and then the Board of Trustees of the Association where final
determination will be made.
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
