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General Managers Report Nov/Dec 2011 

 

The lake lowering was going very well until the nearly 2 inches of rain we got on the 

5th of Dec filled it back up.  Fortunately, it was an all day rain and  didn’t all come 

down in 3 or 4 hours like the flood we had this past spring.  With a little cooperation 

from the weather, we should be able to be back on track within a couple of weeks.  The 

excavator will be in to dredge the north end of Turtle Island sometime in January.  

Thanks to all the lake front owners who are working hard at making sure their rip rap is 

in good shape to avoid shoreline erosion. 

 

You might have seen the new blue trash hopper mounted on the back of one of the 

maintenance pickup trucks.  This allows us to pick up trash on the side roads without 

tearing those roads up with the big 25 ton main trash truck.  A side benefit has also 

been that the time required to pick up trash every week has been cut by 30% without 

adding any more workers.  It's been a learning experience but so far the trash pickup 

has been a real benefit providing new income for the association while providing our 

members some of the best trash pickup rates in the state. 

 

This year Candlewood will begin manufacturing salt brine and applying it to our main 

roads to better control snow and ice and cut down on salt costs.  In addition, we hope 

that we can cut down on the ruts that occur when we have snow pack that starts to build 

up after several storms.  Though CWL member Mark Waite will be advising us on 

what to do and how to do it, we'll still have some kinks to iron out so please be patient 

as we learn how much brine to apply and when to apply it to get the best results. 

 

My wife and I would like to say thank you to all of you who have been helping us 

through a very difficult period. In April, my wife Kristi was diagnosed with stage 4 

Non Hodgkin's lymphoma.  She went through a five month course of chemo treatments 

but it didn't work as well as the Doctor had hoped so she began another tougher 5 

month course of chemo in November.  We send our heartfelt thanks for all the food, the 

many encouraging cards and prayers and to the Board for allowing me extra time off so 

I could sit with Kristi during her Chemo treatments.  It all just reminds us what a privi-

lege it is to be a part of such a caring community.
